
Notes:

These are the developed shapes of the finished planks, without any allowance for fitting or scarphs.

It is recommended that a fitting allowance of at least 10mm be allowed on the forward ends for fitting into the rabate.

On the aft ends an extra 30mm is recommended, to be cleaned of flush with the transom once the plank is fitted.

Scarphs should be 1:8 minimum and preferably staggered from one plank to another (see instructions).

The Datum Line is an arbitrary straight line solely to measure the bottom edge of the planks from.
